Andrews brand."It shapes the character," Neiderman said, noting that loneliness is another theme that runs through the books."Either they're isolated because of their family situations or, in many of the books, the
main character is isolated by her peers."Neiderman's latest V.C. Andrews saga checks all of these boxes.The first part, The Umbrella Lady, introduced Saffron Faith Anders, a young girl taken in by a mysterious woman after her mother dies in a fire and her father abandons her at a train station.The sequel, Out of the Rain, which goes on sale Tuesday,
follows Saffron, now 13, as she tries to find and reunite with her father.The V.C. One reason could be that she felt an exaggerated sense of what it meant to be a daughter, being the only sister among her siblings. She grew up religious, which later informed the taboo-driven obstacles in
most of her forbidden love narratives. She attended Southern Baptist and Methodist churches growing up and continued to be a regular churchgoer well into her teens. During this time, she fell from a school stairwell, which resulted in serious back injuries followed by a painful surgery. Ultimately, Andrews would end up with arthritis that would
confine her to a wheelchair for most of her life. Andrews didnt let the physical limitation become a mental limitation. Showing resilience with her interest in the arts, Andrews pursued and completed her 4-year correspondence course remotely. After that, she started a commercial art practice as an illustrator, portrait painter, and commission-based
art creator. It started as a serious passion project until she had to do it for money after the death of her father in 1957. Desperate for an outlet to create for the sake of creating, Andrews turned to writing. Starting with short stories, she found herself absorbed in the world of her creation. She expanded one of her stories and turned it into a full-
fledged novel. It was a science fiction book titled Gods of Green Mountain. This book would remain unpublished until 2004 when it was posthumously published as an ebook. The fact that her first book went unpublished is quite significant because her first published title set the pace for the rest of her writing career. Her first novel to make it to print
was Flowers In The Attic, which she finished in two weeks and revised in a single night after being asked to spice things up. When it was published in 1979, it became an instant success, steadily climbing the bestseller ranks and peaking in two weeks. This market feedback was what Andrews and her publishers needed. From that point onward,
Andrews turned out a book each year until her death. The graph of her book sales kept rising with each subsequent publication, which used to be the norm for writers before electronic discovery produced one-hit wonders in the literary world. She is one of the earliest authors to have adopted the page-turner objective for pacing, which eventually
became the mark of a thriller. But in Andrewss days, page-turner dramas werent all that common. But she confessed to creating plot bait and giving dramatic descriptions to keep the reader engaged. To Andrews, success wasnt getting someone to buy her books. It was to get them to finish her books. Despite becoming one of the greatest commercial
success stories in the history of female fiction writing and paving the way for the likes of Karin Slaughter and Victoria Brooks, Andrews was never really accepted by the critics. In turn, she dismissed them as jealous would-be authors who never made it. Andrews got her flowers from critics, unfortunately, after she passed away on December 19, 1986.
She died of breast cancer and left behind two almost-complete books, which were finished by a family-hired ghostwriter. V.C. Andrews wrote most of the Fallen Hearts book, but because she passed away, the book was finished by ghostwriter Andrew Neiderman, who was hired by Andrewss family. V.C.

Eyes (2016)Sixteen-year-old Sage is a lonely adopted child whose parents watch her hungrily, as if waiting to see warning signs ofsomething. Not that she really blames them; she possesses knowledge that other people just dont. Even she cant make sense of the things she sees and hears.So when Sage finally makes a friend who understands her
alarming gifts, he becomes her confidant, and a precarious link to who she really is. The two share many things in commonperhapstoo manythings.The Silhouette Girl (2019)Pru Dunning has everything shes ever wanted: a successful boyfriend, a matching successful nursing career, and quite frankly, just a truly comfortable life. But then the
voicemails start.Scarletta seems to know Pru, but Pru doesnt know anyone by that name nor does she recognize the silky voice behind it. Confused about this persons potential identity, Pru begins to investigate. But she must tread carefully; if anyone heard these poisonous, threatening messages, they would think Pru had done something to deserve
them. But when Pru suddenly becomes a person of interest in a murder case, it feels like Scarlettas voice will seep through the phone and destroy her life once and for all. Becoming My Sister (2022)Gish isnt the only person in Palm Springs who completely idolizes her older sister Gloria; in fact, everyone does. Shes so smart, beautiful, and kind that
even their parents compare Gish unfavorably to Gloria. But despite her major success, Emmie cant help but be secretly
obsessed with being more like her. Its not so easy to be the good girl all the timeThe first book in the series explores Emmies search for her long-lost sister. The second book is Emmies story continued, as she must find a way to reinvent herself after her sisters disappearance. And the series concludes with a prequel, detailing the events of Roxys
story.Forbidden Sister (2013)The Forbidden Heart (2013)Roxy's Story (2013)The Mirror Sisters series is a three-part series detailing the tragic upbringing of identical twins Haylee Blossom Fitzgerald and Kaylee Blossom Fitzgerald. The second book in the series details what happens when Saffron finally escapes the old womans home and finds her father. As the children grow
they also ache to be more independent. But Paula is desperate enough to preserve her little family that shell do whatever it takes to make sure the children carry on her legacy.Eden's Children (2023)Little Paula (2023)The Sutherland series is a two-part story centered around Caroline Brady, the daughter of a conservative TSA agent and former
military brat, Morgan Brady, and Linsey Brady, a descendant of the Sutherland real estate family. Among many other repercussions, Caroline loses contact with her father following the divorce.The second book in the series follows Caroline as she navigates being stuck in the Sutherland family mansion. Shes had few companions
