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How much money do you get for winning the masters

Written by Staff Winning the Masters Tournament is the achievement of a lifetime. Donning the legendary green jacket is the reward that every professional golfer dreams of, but to the emerald-clad winner also goes the spoils. This year, the purse at the Masters is the highest in the event's history with $18 million to be devied out following the conclusion of Sunday's final round. Augusta National Golf Club announced on Saturday the details of the prize money, which is a $3 million increase from the $15 million handed out in the 2022 edition of the Masters
Tournament.

AUGUSTA, Ga. — For professional golfers, there’s nothing sweeter than winning a Masters green jacket. Although the winner’s check is pretty remarkable too. The 2025 Masters at Augusta National Golf Club boasts a record purse and winner’s share, with $21 million being paid out to this year’s field, an increase of $1 million from last year.The Masters winner
receives $4.2 million, up from the $3.6 million Scottie Scheffler won last year.And the man with the first crack at that massive payday will be Rory McIlroy, who holds the 54-hole lead at 12 under. He’s two ahead of Bryson DeChambeau (10 under), and they will make up the final pairing and tee off at 2:30 p.m. ET on Sunday.A win Sunday for Mcllroy will also complete the career grand slam — a victory in all four of golf’s men’s majors — and make him just the sixth person in golf history to achieve the feat. He’d join a list that includes Gene Sarazen, Ben
Hogan, Gary Player, Jack Nicklaus and Tiger Woods.“I think I still have to remind myself that there’s a long way to go,” Mcllroy said Saturday. “I just as much as anyone else know what can happen on the final day here. I’ve got a lot of experience. I came in here talking about being the most complete version of myself as a golfer, and you know, I just have to keep reminding myself of that and remind myself that no matter what situation or scenario I find myself in [Sunday], I'll be able to handle it.”The top-four finishers Sunday all take home seven figures.
Besides the $4.2 million for first, the runner-up receives $2.268 million, third gets $1.428 million and fourth takes home $1.008 million.At last year’s other majors, Bryson DeChambeau won $4.3 million at the U.S. Open. Xander Schauffele won $3.33 million at the PGA Championship and also took home $3.1 million at the Open Championship.Last month, the Players Championship purse was a whopping $25 million (the third straight year it’s been that number). Mcllroy took home the winner’s check of $4.5 million, which is the largest winner’s check in golf

green jacket, perhaps the most prevalent article of clothing in golf. The winner also gets a trophy that includes a replica of the clubhouse at Augusta National Golf Club.But also, there's the matter of the money. The man atop the leaderboard at the end of the weekend is promised a boatload of money, as with all of these golf tournaments. But just how much?To the victor of the 2025 Masters tournament goes $4.2 million, a record for the winner. Last year, Scottie Scheffler won the tournament and took home $3.6 million.Yet again, a record has been set with
the total purse amount for the 2025 Masters. In all, $21 million will be paid out, which is $1 million more than last year's purse.Here's the breakdown for the top finishers for the Masters tournament this year. If there are ties, the money for those finishers is added up and then divided evenly. Former PGA Tour caddie Michael Collins said in 2021 that most caddies operate on a "10-7-5" deal: "10% for a win, 7% for a top 10, 5% for everything else," according to Business Insider.TV channel: Paramount+/CBSStart time: Noon ETRound 3 of the 2025 Masters will broadcast nationally on the

He'll also get to put plenty of green in his pockets.The purse for this year's tournament,
which is the same as in 2024, is one of the largest on the PGA Tour, meaning the payouts for top finishers are going to be sizable. Last year's champion, Scottie Scheffler, took home $3.6 million, and other golfers inside the top-five and beyond had a decent payday themselves. Some household names will be looking to add to their ledgers with a strong showing at this year's Masters. Rory Mcllroy has won twice already in 2025 and secured more than $9 million. Hideki Matsuyama, the 2021 Masters champion, won The Sentry and has made more than $4
million. But every golfer would love to bring home a seven-figure check from Augusta National. It is a $2 million increase from 2023 and a $5 million increase from 2022.While the Masters is the most prestigious tournament on the PGA Tour, it is not the one with the largest payout. That distinction belongs to The Players Championship, which
this year had a purse of $25 million. Mcllroy took home $4.5 million as the event winner. MORE: Masters tee times, pairings and featured groupsHow much money does the Masters winner get?The winner of the 2025 Masters will take home $3.6 million, which is 18% of the total purse.That's the same as what Scottie Scheffler won last year and slightly more than what Jon Rahm won in 2023, when he pocketed $3.24 million.The runner up at this year's Masters will receive $2.1 million and the third-place finisher will have a $1.3 million

payout.MORE: Everything to know about the 2025 MastersMasters Tournament payoutsIn the event of a tie in the standings at the Masters, the prize money awarded to each of those players is the evenly divided amount of the total money the players would have been awarded had they all finished separately.For example, if Jordan Spieth, Justin Thomas and Collin Morikawa all finished tied for second, the money for second ($2,160,00), third ($1,356,000) and fourth place ($960,000) would be added together and divided by three, paying each player

A green jacket and a big paycheck? Yes, please. Getty Images Someone’s going to put on a green jacket on Sunday at the 2021 Masters, but that same golfer will also win over $2 million. Both are nice perks to winning the biggest golf tournament in the world.Augusta National released its payout breakdown for the 2021 Masters, and the total purse and payout breakdown is the same as it was for the 2021 November Masters, which Dustin Johnson won.The total purse is $11.5 million, with the winner getting $2.07 million. Second place takes home $1.242
million. Rounding out the top five: third place receives $782,000, fourth gets $552,000, and fifth brings home $460,000.The complete Masters payout breakdown for the top 50 is below. While winning the masters itself, earning the iconic green jacket and the permanent Masters Trophy are coveted prizes, there’s also a huge payout. While the PGA has received plenty of criticism from golfers over the relatively modest payouts for its tournaments, The Masters has one of the biggest purses on the PGA Tour. The total prize money is even higher in 2025, with the winner taking home more than $3 million, while
more than two dozen golfers will leave with more than $100,000 for a weekend of golf. The top 20 finishers all receive at least $250,000. If you win the Masters this year, the winning golfer will receive a $3.6 million payout. The Masters purse in 2024 was $20 million, with first place receiving a $3.6 million winner’s share. The purse for the 2024 Masters was an increase from the total purse in 2023 ($18 million). Winning the Masters comes with a bevy of incredible perks. In addition to the “extras” bestowed upon all major champions — like a flood of FedEx Cup points, a five-year guaranteed exemption on both the PGA Tour and to each of the other major championships — the Masters winner also receives some unique privileges.First and foremost, there’s the tournament’s most famous “trophy” — a luxe, custom-fit green jacket, a garment worn only by other champions and members of Augusta National. The tournament’s actual trophies include a replica Masters
trophy (which depicts the clubhouse) and a gold medal. The Masters treasures you find on a kayak through Rae’s Creek By: James Colgan And instead of a five-year exemption to the Masters, winners are granted a lifetime exemption into the tournament, meaning you can tee it up every year you want until you decide to be done. And even after winners have stopped competing, they can still enjoy being onsite during Masters week. The Masters winner also has the opportunity to choose the menu for the next year’s Champions dinner, which takes place annually
on the Tuesday of Masters week.Of course, perks aside, there’s also the grand allure of the winning paycheck. The total Masters purse has been on a steady uptick in recent years, increasing from $11.5 million in 2019 to $21 million in 2025. The Players Championship bestows the richest purse in golf, with $25 million, followed by the U.S. Open at $21.5 million.You can check out the complete payout breakdown for the 2025 Masters below.
