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The French pass compos is a past tense formed by combining the present tense of avoir (to have) or tre (to be) as an auxiliary verb with a past participle. For example, jai parl franais (I spoke French) or je suis all en France (I went to France). The pass compos is used to describe specific past actions that occurred at precise times and are completed.
On this page well learn how to form the pass compos for regular as well as irregular verbs. Well also look at how to form the pass compos the 17 verbs of movement which take the auxiliary verb tre. The other major French past tense is called the imperfect (limparfait). On this page we covered the French imperfect tense in detail. On this page we
covered the pass compos for reflexive verbs. To form the pass compos, combine an auxiliary or helping verb (verbe auxiliaire) with the past participle of the verb. The following is the pass compos of the verb parler (to speak). The past participle parl is the same for every person and the auxiliary verb avoir (to have) changes in accordance with each
subject. In French, every verb has one single past particle. This makes learning the pass compos much easier than the present tense. To negate the pass compos, wrap nepas around the helping (auxiliary) verb. Here are few example sentences. We have bolded the nepas. Nous navons pas mang. We have not eaten. Ils nont pas dans. They didnt dance.
Vous navez pas voyag. You have not traveled. To form the past participle for regular -er verbs, remove the -er on the infinitive (to form) of the verb and replace it with . I discovered Souffrir (to suffer) -> jai souffert I suffered In French, there is a list of seventeen verbs which take the auxiliary verb tre (to be) in the pass compos. These tend to be verbs of movement. In the previous section, all of there verbs which took the auxiliary verb avoir were transitive. This means that the action of a verb is carried out onto an
object. For example, I eat pizza becomes I ate the the pizza (jai mang la pizza). However, the following tre verbs are intransitive, meaning that the action of the verb is not carried out onto any particular object. In essence, the subject and object are the same. Detailed explanation: Im staying home. -> Im not carrying out the action of staying onto
anything else. I am both the subject and the object. Im not doing anything to anything else. Hence, Je reste chez moi (I stay home) becomes Je suis rest chez moi (I stayed home). The following is aller (to go) in the pass compos. The past participle of a a verb that uses tre as an auxiliary verb in the pass compos must agree in gender and number with
the subject. There is an extra -e or -s is added to the past participle if the subject is feminine or plural. A fun mnemonic device for memorizing the group of French verbs that are conjugated with tre in the pass compos is called Dr. & Mrs. Vandertramp. These letters are the first letters of the list of verbs. The following example sentences are verbs
which require tre as an auxiliary verb in the pass compos. Je suis rentr chez moi 11h00. I returned home at 11 oclock. Il est devenu trs riche. He became very rich. Martin est mont la montagne. Martin climbed up the mountain. Some verbs take both tre and avoir as auxiliary verbs. The difference is whether the verb is transitive (has a direct object
and takes avoir) or intransitive (doesnt have a direct object an thus takes tre). You may need to think about it at first, but as you practice, itll become more natural.Conjugating treTo conjugate the exception verb tre (to be), instead of modifying the

There are four main situations in which well use theimparfait:Actions taking place over a period of timeConditionsRepeated/habitual actionsPhysical descriptionsActions taking place over a period of timelf a certain action covers a significant period of time, well use theimparfait because its a continuous action. This contrasts with thepass compos,
which as youll see later in this post, describes a single, completed action.Lets look at a couple of examples of what were talking about.We use the imparfait form oftrebecause the Reign of Terror, unfortunately, lasted almost a year (September 1793 to July 1794) and claimed many lives.Here, we use theimparfait for both of the verbs because both of
these events took place over a period of time. The Nazis occupied France for four years (1940 to 1944)and the black market flourished throughout this period.ConditionsWe use theimparfait to describe conditions or the backdrop to the main action. This is one reason why the imparfait andpass compos are often used in the same passage or
phrasetheimparfait sets up the main action by giving the background, while the pass compos is used for the primary, completed action.The biggest example of a condition is weather, but could include other kinds of conditions, such as age. Il neigeait beaucoup hier soir. (It snowed a lot last night.)This ones pretty straightforward. Since snow describes
the weather, we use the imparfait.We use theimparfait because the fact that she was eight years old is a condition that sets up the rest of the sentence. We putvisiter in theimparfait because its a habitual/repeated action (which well talk about next). She visited her grandmother, not just once, but on a regular basis.Repeated/habitual actionsThis might
be the most common use of theimparfait. When were describing a routine we used to practice, a habit we used to have or anything else that was repeated, well use theimparfait.Since they lived in France over a period of time,habiter is in theimparfait, and since the action of going to the park was part of a routine,visiter must also be put in
theimparfait.Because you went to the beach every weekend (living the dream!) we use theimparfait.Physical descriptionsThis ones also rather simple. Whether its hair color, height or clothing, we use theimparfait when we describe how a person or thing was. Elle avait les cheveux boucls. (She had curly hair.)Hair is obviously a physical trait, so we
use theimparfait. Vous portiez une robe rouge. (You wore a red dress.)Similarly, clothing falls under physical description.How to Form and Use thePass ComposThepass compos has two parts and does have a greater variety of forms than the imparfait. However, we dont need to list and explain each of the uses for this tense, as its essentially used
whenever theimparfait is not.In other words, if the action in question doesnt fall under one of theimparfait categories listed above, itll be in thepass compos.Conjugating (Most) VerbsPass composliterally means compound past. This is because the tense is made up of two parts.Heres how you do it for the majority of verbs (as always, there are
exceptions, which well get to):1. Add the participe pass(pastparticiple).Heres the tricky part.
The past participle is different for different kinds of verbs. Memorizing them will take practice, but well walk you through the most common patterns and show you how to use them.Forregular verbs ending in -er, we simply remove the -rfrom the infinitive and add an accent to the e. For example, the past participle formanger (to eat) ismang. The past
participle forjouer(to play) isjou.Forregular verbs ending in -re, we remove the whole -re ending from the infinitive and replace it with -u. Thus,attendre(to wait for/expect) becomesattenduandentendre (to hear) becomesentendu.Forregular -ir verbs, all we have to do is remove the -r from the infinitive.So,finir (to finish) becomesfiniandchoisir (to
choose) becomeschoisi.Of course, some verbs just have to be special, and their past participles dont follow any particular pattern. The main three include:tre (to be) becomes t.Avoir (to have) becomeseu.Faire(to do/to make) becomesfait.If you come across other irregular verbs that dont seem to fall into any of these categories, or just want to double-
check, try out Reversos conjugation tool. For this small group, known among many French teachers and students as Dr. Mrs.
Vandertramp verbs, we use the conjugated form oftre instead ofavoir like above.Why this strange name? Its a mnemonic to help you remember the verbs in this group:Devenir (To become)Revenir (To come back)Monter (To go up)Retourner (To return)Sortir (To go out)Venir (To come)Aller (To go)Natre (To be born)Descendre (To go down)Entrer (To
enter)Rentrer (To go home/to return)Tomber (To fall)Rester (To remain)Arriver (To arrive)Mourir (To die)Partir (To leave)Okay, one more!Passer par (to pass) also takestre in thepass compos.So for example, heres how you would use these verbs in context with thepass compos: Je suis rentr(e) chez moi 2 heures du matin. morning.)Note that when using verbs that take tre in the pass compos, the past participle must agree with the gender of the subject.When to Use thePass ComposGood news! The function for thepass compos is so much simpler than theimparfait. While theimparfait is used for specific situations, thepass compos, as mentioned earlier, simply describes a
completed action. Its essentially used to form the past tense whenever theimparfait isnt employed.A few simple examples include: Jai pris un examen lcole aujourdhui. (I took a test at school today.) ComposTogetherAs we mentioned above,these two tenses are regularly used together, in the same passage or even the same sentence. If you read a short story in French or listen closely to a conversation, youll notice both tenses being juggled.Perfectly natural for native speakersoften a struggle for learners. But well explain some examples.Generally
speaking, theimparfaitwill set up a certain condition or context, while thepass compos will complete the thought by supplying the main, finished action. Lets take a look:Theimparfait, in describing the weather (a condition), sets up the completed action of cancelling the picnic. Because it was raining, it was necessary to cancel the picnic. Il devenait fch
et ma frapp. (He became angry and hit me.)Theimparfaitdescribes how someone was and tells us that his anger was building up (taking place over a period of time). Thepass compostells us what that anger led to. In this case, unfortunately, it was violence.In this case, the main completed action comes first: her aunt died. Then we get details about the
condition surrounding the aunts deathit happened when the girl was ten years old.Where to Practice theImparfait andPass ComposAs with learning anything new about language, the key to mastery is practice.
