To	find	out	about	traffic	and	parking	violations,	visit	the	website	of	Access	Canberra,	which	is	responsible	for	road	transport	and	police
enforcement.The	Road	Transport	Authority	and	police	agencies	issue	suspensions	as	opposed	to	disqualifications	that	are	imposed	by	courts.	If	your	driver's	license	has	been	disqualified,	it	means	that	it	has	been	cancelled.	You	may	be	eligible	for	a	probationary	license	after	receiving	a	license	cancellation	notice.When	you	get	a	driver's	license,	you
start	with	zero	demerit	points.	The	number	of	points	allowed	on	a	license	depends	on	the	type	of	license	and	the	offense	committed.	Once	you	accumulate	demerit	points,	they	will	be	added	to	your	total.	Your	license	can	only	carry	so	many	points	before	it	is	suspended.Demerit	points	are	reset	to	zero	when	you	upgrade	from	a	learner's	license	to	a
provisional	license	or	from	a	provisional	license	to	a	full	driver's	license.	However,	if	you	have	already	accumulated	demerit	points	during	the	upgrade	period,	they	will	be	carried	over	to	your	new	license.You	can	check	your	total	number	of	demerit	points	by	looking	at	your	driving	record. This	includes	reporting	new	convictions	or	charges,	changing	your	name	or	gender,	and	updating	your	employer	details.	If	you	lose	your	WWVP	card,	you	can	replace	it	by
providing	your	details	and	paying	the	replacement	fee.Additionally,	if	you	have	an	interstate	driver	licence,	you'll	need	to	visit	an	Access	Canberra	Service	Centre	within	7	calendar	days	of	moving	to	the	ACT	to	obtain	a	new	ACT	driver	licence.	The	recognition	process	for	interstate	or	New	Zealand	driver	licences	varies	depending	on	individual
circumstances.The	process	of	obtaining	an	interstate	driver's	licence	in	the	ACT	involves	several	steps,	including	the	issuance	of	a	temporary	licence	while	awaiting	the	physical	card.	For	New	Zealand	driver's	licences,	there	is	a	fee	associated	with	the	transaction.	In	addition	to	this,	individuals	with	medical	conditions	or	disabilities	must	inform
Access	Canberra	and	potentially	undergo	a	medical	examination	or	driving	assessment	to	demonstrate	their	fitness	to	drive.Incorporation	in	ACT	is	governed	by	the	Associations	Incorporation	Act	1991,	which	outlines	the	requirements	for	incorporation,	including	eligibility,	application	procedures,	and	reporting	obligations.	Incorporated	associations
have	certain	obligations,	such	as	adhering	to	model	rules	or	adopting	alternative	rules,	depending	on	when	they	adopted	the	new	model	rules.	The	process	of	changing	an	association's	rules	or	objects	involves	submitting	a	Change	of	rules	or	objects	form,	which	must	be	signed	by	two	current	committee	members.Access	Canberra	provides	various
forms	and	notifications	for	incorporated	associations,	including	applications	for	incorporation,	changes	to	rules	or	objects,	and	notification	of	changes	to	committee	membership	or	registered	office	particulars.	Incorporated	associations	are	no	longer	required	to	lodge	annual	returns	with	Access	Canberra,	but	must	still	complete	an	annual	statement
and	maintain	certain	records.Looking	forward	to	making	an	association	publically	available	once	it	is	incorporated	in	the	ACT,	the	documentation	can	be	viewed	for	a	fee	with	the	details	outlined	clearly	for	all	to	see.	The	status	of	these	associations	can	vary	depending	on	their	C:	Current	or	H:	Historic	designation,	which	outlines	the	current	state	and
history	of	the	organisation.We	will	help	if	we	find	grounds	to	believe	there	has	been	an	offence	committed	against	the	Associations	Incorporation	ACT	1991,	but	cannot	resolve	internal	disputes	within	incorporated	associations.	If	a	complaint	is	made,	our	team	may	recommend	the	Registrar	General	consider	enforcement	action	or	refer	it	to	another
agency,	depending	on	the	details	provided.To	make	a	complaint,	simply	use	our	online	feedback	form	and	provide	necessary	information	about	the	issue	at	hand.	We	will	review	your	complaint	and	get	back	to	you	with	an	initial	response	within	2	days,	providing	options	for	resolving	your	dispute	in	10	business	days.For	those	seeking	their	learner
driver	licence,	also	known	as	'your	Ls',	there	are	several	steps	to	follow:	complete	a	pre-learner	licence	course,	pass	the	ACT	Road	Rules	test,	apply	at	an	Access	Canberra	Service	Centre,	and	adhere	to	the	rules	outlined	for	learner	drivers.	This	includes	displaying	'L'	plates,	driving	with	a	valid	full	Australian	driver	licence	in	the	passenger	seat,	and
following	posted	speed	limits.Additionally,	those	who	want	to	upgrade	to	a	provisional	licence	must	drive	a	certain	number	of	hours	and	record	it	in	their	learner	logbook.	It's	also	essential	to	review	the	road	rules	in	the	ACT	road	rules	handbook	and	consider	optional	road	safety	courses	for	credit	towards	your	driving	hours.Access	Canberra	will
process	all	applications	for	learner	licences,	issuing	a	new	card	once	the	application	is	complete.
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
