Some	people	have	criticized	Aman's	attitude	and	accused	him	of
being	a	"kudh	ka	business"	drop	shipper	who	judges	others'	businesses.	However,	I'd	like	to	clarify	that	BOAT	has	been	manufacturing	in	India	since	2023,	with	approximately	70%	of	its	products	now	made	domestically.	This	strategic	move	has	helped	eliminate	Chinese	product	interference	and	is	a	step	towards	making	BOAT	a	whole	Indian	business
line.	It's	also	worth	noting	that	Aman	has	successfully	cracked	the	D2C	market	and	knows	how	to	create	a	brand.	Labeling	Chinese	products	is	easy,	but	making	them	successful	requires	analytical	knowledge	and	intelligence.	His	attitude	and	behavior	should	be	acknowledged,	but	we	shouldn't	disparage	someone's	effort	and	expertise.	If	you're	new
to	Reddit	or	looking	for	unbiased	boat	reviews,	I	recommend	checking	out	the	r/boating	community.
