company	of	only	providing	closed	captioning	or	audio	description	systems	at	some	of	its	locations	in	the	state.[39]Logo	used	from	2012	to	2022In	May	2012,	AMC	Theatres	was	acquired	by	Chinese	conglomerate	Wanda	Group,	headquartered	in	Dalian,	who	paid	$2.6	billion	to	acquire	AMC's	5,048	screens	in	347	theaters	in	the	U.S.	and	Canada.[40]
The	deal	was	finalized	on	September	4,	2012.[41]	The	acquisition	made	Wanda	the	world's	largest	cinema	chain.[42]	Wang	Jianlin,	CEO	of	Dalian	Wanda	Group,	announced	that	the	company	would	plan	to	spend	$500	million	renovating	AMC	locations.[41]AMC	Theatres	had	eight	movie	theatres	in	Canada.	In	July	2012,	four	locations	were	sold	to

off	its	holdings	of	AMC	debt.[72]On	February	5,	2021,	a	U.S.-based	subsidiary	of	Wanda	Group	issued	a	filing	with	the	SEC,	stating	that	it	had	converted	its	Class	B	common	stock	to	Class	A	shares	to	permit	their	sale.	While	Wanda	remained	AMC's	largest	single	shareholder,	the	conversion,	as	well	as	AMC's	financing	efforts	taking	its	stake	below
